WHEREAS Los Angeles has established Get ReadyLA, a city-wide initiative attempting
to prepare individuals, families and businesses for natural and man-made disasters
which include specific evacuation protocols, and,

WHEREAS the Venice community is especially vulnerable to such disasters given its
proximity to the Pacific Ocean, limited ingress and egress, tourist popularity, number of
residents with limited functional abilities, population age and density all creating
numerous evacuation challenges, and,

WHEREAS the city of Los Angeles, through current infrastructure construction projects
and anticipated future plans has not sufficiently accounted for the impact of such
projects and plans throughout the Venice community,

WHEREAS Los Angeles has not developed sufficient, coordinated community
