Mobility Plan 2035 has designated mobility and transportation improvement
projects for all of the communities represented by the 14 WRAC member
Councils (viewable here). The new Venice Blvd Mobility Improvements project
has highlighted the importance of obtaining project-specific data and studies from
LADOT and its partners so that all the local and regional impacts of these
projects can be identified, discussed and addressed.

The VNC, a member of the Westside Regional Alliance of Councils, is concerned
that removing one vehicle lane in each direction on Venice Blvd. between
Inglewood Blvd and National Blvd. will divert traffic onto other adjacent local,
collector and arterial streets.

The Westside Regional Alliance of Councils supports the action taken by the LA
City Council on March 7, 2022 in passing Council File 21-1223 regarding Speed
Limit Reductions

The PTC recommends VNC takes the following position in regards to the recent
adoption of Ordinance 187427 regarding speed limit reductions: I. VNC supports
the action taken by the LA City Council on March 7, 2022 in passing Council File
21-1223 regarding Speed Limit Reductions. Il. VNC supports the efforts to
reduce the speed limit by 5 MPH on streets that were recently identified for 5
MPH speed limit increases. (See the attached Ordinance number 187427 with
the complete list of streets effected.) lll. Moving forward, it is the suggestion of
VNC that City Council open a Council File to consider that future speed limit
reductions be discussed and planned as neighborhood or regional traffic
improvements rather than individual street improvements. These improvements
should be coupled with measures to minimize vehicle traffic being redirected onto
adjacent neighborhood streets. For example, we would like to see LADOT
incorporate traffic calming measures and active transportation elements. Traffic
calming measures might include compact traffic circles/mini roundabouts,
restricted turns, curb extensions/bulb-outs, speed humps and tables, and
diagonal diverters, half closures, full closures, and median barriers to reduce cut-
through traffic. IV. In addition, VNC requests that the Council Offices engage the
local Westside Councils in ongoing discussions about what additional streets
should be considered for speed limit reductions as well as establish a method
whereby Council and stakeholder feedback on this issue can be submitted
directly to LADOT.

WHEREAS, LUPC has reviewed the Planning Department’s draft concepts from
Summer 2022 to be used in the forthcoming updates to the Local Coastal
Program and Community Plan; WHEREAS, existing zoning and uses on Rose
Avenue are commercial or exclusively residential; WHEREAS, On May 11, 1989,
the Los Angeles City Council approved Ordinance No. 164,844 (council file 88-
0719 initiated in 1988), which downzoned hundreds of parcels within Venice,
including rezoning a number of commercially zoned lots on Rose Avenue to
residential; WHEREAS, Rose Ave (Main to Lincoln) has traditionally been a
commercial corridor to serve surrounding neighborhood; and WHEREAS, Venice
needs additional housing, which can be met with higher density residential
housing in mixed use corridors, which is incompatible with existing height limits
and setbacks on Rose Avenue.

NOW, THEREFORE, VNC recommends the City Planning Department
incorporate the following recommendations: 1. Increase the height limit from
25/30 feet to 35 feet; and, where either ground floor or second floor of the
frontage incorporates outdoor spaces with dining, balcony, and/or gardens, the
height of 45 feet; 2. For mixed use projects, reduce all set back requirements for
residential use to be the same as commercial use. 3. Increase density from R3
(one unit per 1,200 SF) - existing density permitted by VSP -- to R4 (one unit per

MOTION: The VNC Board shall approve the following rewrite language for
Standing Rule 9a and 9b: Standing Rule 9. Meetings: Rules of Decorum a. Rules
of Decorum During a meeting of the Venice Neighborhood Council or any of its
Standing or Ad Hoc Committees, there is the need for civility and expedition in
the carrying out of public business in order to ensure that the public has a full
opportunity to be heard and that the Council or Committee has an opportunity for
its deliberative process. While any meeting of the Venice Neighborhood Council
or any of its Standing or Ad Hoc Committees is in session, the following rules of
decorum shall be observed: All remarks shall be addressed to the Chair and not
to any single member, unless in response to a question from a member. No
person in the audience at a Council or Committee meeting shall engage in
disorderly or boisterous conduct, or other acts which disturb, disrupt or otherwise
impede the orderly conduct of any Council or Committee meeting. Signs,
placards, banners, or similar items shall not be permitted at any time in the
Council or Committee meeting room.
