Extending free expression hours: 

Currently LAMC 42.15 allows artists, musicians, free expressionist and performers to operate on the OFW from 9am-sunset Monday through Sunday. After sunset the boardwalk is void of activity expect for restaurant and bars Unlike Santa Monica that remains alive until 1am Venice goes to sleep and with it goes all the tourism. 
The new increase in OFW lighting has provided a safer environment for business owners, residents and tourist alike. The new lighting also invites the ability to allow Free Expressionist to extend their hours of operation thus stimulating tourists to spend more time on OFW as well as the opportunity to create more events like block parties similar to Abbot Kinney.

PAGODA BEAUTIFICATION: 

The OFW recommends that the Venice Neighborhood Council support the formation of an “ Adopt- A-Pagoda” project and adjacent benches project. 

The Venice artist community is thriving and public murals have evolved into a way to tie the Venice aesthetic with improving public spaces while creatively engaging residents and visitors. However as Venice deals with the impacts of new art vending regulations and the polarization among many of its residents regarding the evolution of the boardwalk and its role in serving the larger needs of the entire Venice neighbors and boardwalk businesses by giving artists more public space to create on the boardwalk. And the most ideal spaces for more public art are the pagodas along the boardwalk. 

The pagodas currently serve as a gathering place for a wide range of locals and tourists and function as a true community amenity that could be improved by hosting local artists as muralists who adopt the space on a rotating basis. 

Artists would cover the entire pagoda space and surrounding mini wall surrounding mini walls with their work and coordinate with Venice arts organizations and the VNC arts and OFW Committees to feature their installations as a focus for events like the Venice Art Crawl. Murals in the Pagoda spaces would also beautify the boardwalk, add to Venice’s uniqueness, and create options cross-collaborative partnering among neighborhood artists, businesses and residents. 

Concepts must be presented and approved by Arts Committee  & OFW Committee and Venice Neighborhood Council prior to installment.
