Our Site Markers with etched photographic imagery of the associated historic site, will
tell the colorful stories of Venice history. They can stand alone, or, with the use of a QR
code, the site markers will compliment and invite users to our free mobile Venice tour

App.

Venice has an abundance of multi-cultural historic sites that could receive markers.
They include significant architectural sites including, the 100 year old Short Line Trolley
Bridge, The Venice West beat poet landmark, the Ocean Front Walk Pagodas, the
iconic Italian Colonnade.

Site Markers will enable Venetians and visitors alike to discover, explore, learn and
enjoy stories of Venice’s colorful history, fascinating culture and cool contemporary life.

This will enrich the knowledge of locals, increase cultural understanding, strengthen
community pride and enhance tourism.

THE KINNEY - TABOR HOUSE

Mr. Abbot Kinney bequeathed his home to his chauffeur and close friend, Mr. Irving
® Tabor. Mr.Tabor was Black. The house was on, what was then, Grand Canal. In 1920,
=9 Blacks were not permitted to live on the Canals. So, Mr. Tabor cut the house in three
&8 pieces and used mules to move it to the Oakwood nzighborhood of Venice...
i where it stands today as an Historic Landmark.
