e Happens every 10 years, and coincides with the release of US
Census Data
e Ensures that communities are reflective and representative of the

most recent census data.
e Equal Districts of 260k people / district



REDISTRICTING GOALS

e Votes are not diluted

e Fairness and transparency to ensure best possible representation of
a district

e Districts redrawn for their benefit, not for the politicians or
incumbents

e Communities of likeness remain in tact

e Constituents’ voices are heard

e Geographical closeness making districts compact is heavily
preferred
