ICE RINK MOTION: 

Whereas, the Venice Neighborhood Council (the “VNC”) recognizes the need for the City of Los Angeles Department of Recreation and Parks to generate additional revenues to adequately maintain the Venice Beach Park; and

Whereas, the proposed winter skating rink attraction (the “Attraction”) is perceived to be compatible with the historical values and vision of Venice Beach; 
Therefore, be it resolved, the Venice Neighborhood Council (the VNC) recommends the installation of the Attraction with the following conditions:

1. The permit issued to allow the Attraction be for a period of not more than ____ months in Winter 2014-1015 and that at the end of such period, the attraction shall be dismantled, and the initial permit be granted on a nonrenewal basis until such time as the Attraction is evaluated to consider the impact on the community;

1.) The permit issued to allow the attraction for a trial period of not more then 4 months in 2012 and that at the end of the trial period, the attraction be dismantled, and the initial permit be granted on a non renewal basis until such time as the attraction is evaluated to consider the impact on the community.
