The applicant shall be limited to 8 additional signs on Lots which have a boundary on any of the three public streets on the perimeter of the Lincoln Place property (Frederick Street, Penmar Avenue, and Lake Street).   There is no limitation on the additional signs, which the applicant can install on lots, which do not have a boundary on any of the three public streets on the perimeter of the Lincoln Place Property.  The additional 8 On-site signs shall comply with the signage restrictions set forth in the Municipal Code in effect at the time of this variance approval. This condition does not limit the ability to install, replace, repair, and/or maintain any code required, historic, name plate (name of occupant), security, or house/apartment # (address) signage at the Lincoln Place Apartment Community.
