5)     and that between 25% to 35% of gross receipts from alcohol sales is profit; 
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Be it resolved that the Venice Neighborhood Council call on the City Councilman Mike Bonin to 
determine the feasibility of a measure that would apply a tariff to alcohol sales with monies raised 
used to benefit organizations working to address and correct alcohol abuse on all levels; and that 
if such an ordinance is deemed feasible, to introduce it for passage by the Los Angeles City 
Council.
