Therefore be it resolved that the VNC Board is supportive of the DFC’s efforts to investigate and
implement the creation of a Youth Internship Program, and that such a program could draw on the
participation of DFC members and interested parties at the VNC and in the Venice community. This
internship program would involve engagement with suitable staff at local middle schools, high
schools, and agencies who may have access to interested young persons, as well as outreach with
businesses and other accomplished entities who have the opportunity to host eligible interns. The
internship program would promote the uniting of interested young people with organizations where
they could serve for a period of time. Any actual DFC/VNC activities directed at encouraging
internships would be approved by the VNC Board in subsequent motions, upon DFC’s presentation of
further information regarding potential partners to the DFC in these efforts, appropriate eligibility
requirements for interns (ie age range, etc.), any relevant guidelines and regulations, and appropriate
measures for limiting potential liability.
