One sentence description: In an endeavor to transmit real humanity, the professional artist community of Los Angeles and the homeless youth of Venice will work in collaboration to create each other’s portraits in an event called "Mirror, Mirror".
One paragraph description: Safe Place for Youth and the professional artist community of Venice will work in collaboration to create portraits of each other in an event called "Mirror, Mirror". Through this process, new perspectives will emerge, allowing people to get past judgments and see their own reflection in others.

Long Description:










In an endeavor to transmit real humanity, Los Angeles based artists and the Venice homeless youth will work in collaboration to create each other’s portraits. During this artistic practice, the face-to-face exchange to design their depictions will be both courageous and rewarding as they step outside comfort zones to get to know someone they normally would bypass on the street.

Once the portraits are finished, each person will write a statement about the person they created their portrait of and realize how we are all just reflections of ourselves. The whole community will be invited for the opening of the show to witness the engagement accomplished through the finished display of portraiture. 

To engage our public community during the exhibition, a small “pledge box” will be present for all guests and participants to write down a promise on how they will adjust their actions for a better working community.

Long term mission of “Mirror, Mirror”:








Venice will see how an event like “Mirror, Mirror” acts as a portal to ourselves and our society as we connect across social boundaries. It lets us see that keeping a narrow-minded perspective can be limiting and influence the way we act. By participating in this event, we will become aware of how we treat others and it will challenge us to love outside of our social roles and break through our own obstacles to create greater compassion for the people around us.
