Remove lllegal Digital Billboards Marc Saltzberg, on behalf of WRAC; Gabe Kramer
MOTION: Whereas, In 2006 the City of Los Angeles entered into an illegal agreement with
Clear Channel Digital and CBS Outdoor, which allowed them to convert up to 800 static
billboards to digital billboards. This “agreement” was entered into without public hearing, public
comment, or any input from neighborhood councils, community groups or resident
organizations. The result was that these companies erected 103 illegal digital billboards that
have been opposed by our organization and other communities groups from the beginning, and
Whereas, The agreements were challenged in court — Summit Media, LLC v. City of Los
Angeles — wherein Superior Court Judge Green ruled the agreements illegal, followed by the
California Court of Appeal upholding Judge Green’s ruling. The Court of Appeal further ruled
that the illegal signs must be removed, and

Whereas, the California Supreme Court has declined to hear the case, allowing the decision of
the Appeals Court to stand;
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Therefore, be it Resolved, The Board of the Venice Neighborhood Council urges the City of
Los Angeles to fully implement the appeals court ruling in the Summit Media LLC v. City of Los
Angeles and to remove the 103 illegal digital billboards blanketing our city. We further request
that the City refrain from making any changes to the zoning laws relative to digital billboards
until the illegal billboards are removed and any such proposed change has been subjected to
an open and transparent outreach process to community stakeholders.

The Venice Neighborhood Council fully supports the Courts’ rulings and urges the City to fully
implement the decision and remove the illegal digital billboards. Further, we oppose any and all
attempts to grandfather these illegal billboards, or any other action that would retroactively
legalize them.

Whereas, it is the responsibility of the City of Los Angeles to provide for the safe flow of traffic
on city streets, roads and boulevards and,

Whereas, there have been an excessive number of accidents at the intersection of Pacific and
Brooks, many of them the result of drivers making left turns from Pacific onto Brooks and,

Whereas, most of these accidents could have been prevented had a three way stoplight been
installed at the intersection of Pacific and Brooks to provide for signal controlled left turns at an
estimated cost to the City of $150,000 (estimate provided by CD-11 staff);

Therefore be it resolved, the Venice Neighborhood Council asks the Los Angeles City Council
to set aside between $150,000 and $200,000 in its 2013-2014 budget for the installation of a
three-way stop light at the intersection of Pacific and Brooks.

This resolution shall be sent to City of Los Angeles Council District 11, the Los Angeles City
Council, Los Angeles Mayor Antonio Villaraigosa and the Los Angeles Department of
Transportation.

2. Further that the 5 unit restriction on placement of murals be lifted to allow for diversity of
placement possibilities whether it be on the backside of a single family unit, a garage door, or
larger scale as with buildings of 5 units more.

3. THAT THE MURALS BE PROTECTED BY THE CALIFORNIA ART PRESERVATION ACT
(CAPA) and the VISUAL ARTISTS ARTISTS RIGHTS (VARA) THAT REQUIRES THAT THE
ARTISTS BE GIVEN A 90 DAY NOTICE TO BE ABLE TO MOVE THE MURAL TO ANOTHER
LOCATION.
